SPECIAL BULLETIN for the PICT Electronic Conference: “People, Planning and Participation: Can ICT help?"  
 
While ECTP delegates prepare for the Spring meeting in Brussels, the Electronic Conference of PICT (the European research project in which ECTP has been involved for nearly 3 years) is taking place on the Internet.  The first papers are already on the conference website and more will be added over the next few days. 
 

A key target group for the E-conference is planning practitioners in European countries.  It will appeal to planners who are committed to involving the public in planning, and are looking for ways to put this into practice.  The E-conference should also be of value for those assessing systems requirements and designing new packages and programmes for e-governance and training. 

 

Please could each ECTP delegate now think of 4 or 5 colleagues to pass information about the E-conference?  There are sure to be planners and computer specialists in your association, your office, local authorities or Government who want to get the public more involved in planning.  In every European country there are people using information technology (the internet, chat-rooms, computer-aided design, modelling, mobile phones, multi-media …) to inform the public, inspire the planners and improve the environment.  They are invited to register now.  The background information below will give your members the necessary background information. 

 

PICT stands for "Planning Inclusion of Clients through e-Training".   The research project is now in its third year, financed by the LEONARDO programme of the European Union.  The E-conference will run from Sunday 8th to Monday 16th May 2005, and is being organised by ECTP.  You can find out more about the Conference by visiting the website at http://econference.pict.hu, and register at http://econference.pict.hu/registration.asp. 
 

The  aims of the conference are:  

- to stimulate discussion among academics and practitioners 
- to share experience of identifying and evaluating the new opportunities offered by ICT to planning and governance.    

- to explore research needs 
- to discuss and promote examples of good practice.  

 

Outputs from the PICT project so far - including reports on public participation in planning in the partner countries (Hungary, Greece, UK and Belgium), surveys of clients’ learning needs and ICT tools developed in all countries - will be presented.  
 

During the discussion days (11, 12 and 13 May) there will be a facility to join a moderated internet discussion.   The resulting comments will be written up and a final paper circulated to all registered participants.
